The publication in front of you describes
the first fifty years of work of the Museum of Naive
Art Ilijanum. I have been a part of this story for
nineteen of these fifty years.

I only indirectly know about the beginning
of the work of the museum, its founding, the
obstacles the founders encountered, the engagement
of individuals and institutions both in Sid and
abroad - either from the stories of the participants in
the events I mentioned or from archives and
newspaper articles. My impression is that
everything about the museum as well as about the
donor Ilija Basicevic had to be interwoven with
difficulties. That was their fate. Ilija was disputed as
an artist and did not receive full recognition for his
work during his lifetime. It arrived only after the
artlst S death (today he is in the company of the fifty
most important world authors
of naive art, marginal and art
brut of the 20th century). The
founding of the museum has
also been challenged for
many years and in some way
prevented (though never
directly). It was only after a
long time (in my personal
opinion, too long) and the
intervention of the family (in
the form of a lawsuit to
terminate the Gift Agreement) that the donee
fulfilled the conditions of the Gift Agreement and
finally founded the Museum of Naive Art Ilijanum
as it should have been done in the 1970s.

In the first place, the donor wanted the
museum to bring more culture to the inhabitants of
Sid, and also to involve Sid in the cultural events of
the society as a whole through the activities of the
Museum. Today, we are making his wish come true.
Our greatest strength is the largest collection of
Ilija's paintings in the world, which we present at
the permanent exhibition, through our publishing
activities and the Museum's website and social
networks.

AyTtop

After I had arrived at
the Museum of Naive Art
[lijjanum, I began to learn
about a world I knew little
about. Perhaps [ have not
learned about all the parts of
the history of the museum and
the work of the donor in these
four years, so the reader may
come across some gaps and
doubts in the text. Some parts

B8 may miss in my interpretation
of the museum's past but this is not intentional.
While writing the text, I used the archive and
newspaper library of the Museum and the
documentation of the Documentation Department of
the Museum of Vojvodina.

The first exhibition at Ilijanum took place
in December 1970, but 31* May 1971 is considered
to be its official foundation date as a cultural
institution. On the occasion of the fiftieth
anniversary of Ilijanum, we decided to publish a
monograph on the museum. As much because of the
immeasurable importance of the Museum
collection, so much because of the unclear future of
[lijanum in the gloomy atmosphere of increasingly
frequent  misunderstanding and  inadequate
evaluation of culture.

We hope that the monograph will be a
memorial to the unique oasis of Serbian, Yugoslav
and world art created by self-taught, naive and
marginal artists, but also to the work of the
employees who have preserved and presented this
art.

I hope that our Museum will be the
custodian of the art of one of the world's Fifty
Magnificent for a long time to come, a meeting
place of the lovers of Ilija's fantastic world, but also
of all artists who are not easily accepted for one
reason or another, just like Ilija and his museum.
We hope for the best.

HISTORY OF THE MUSEUM

The Museum of Naive Art Ilijanum in Sid
was founded as a legacy of the self-taught painter
Ilija Basicevic Bosilj. The artist's idea of a legacy
appeared in public in 1969, when Dnevnik wrote
about his decision to "during his lifetime, create the
conditions for the foundation of his memorial
gallery in Sid after his death". In the same year, an
independent sales exhibition of paintings by Ilija
Basicevic Bosilj was opened at the Third Memorial
of Sava Sumanovic, and the total income from the
exhibition was donated to the construction of a
school in Sutomore. On that occasion, he pointed
that his greatest wish was to found a museum of
Naive Art In Sid with the legacy of 300 of his
works and 50 works by foreign naive artists: "In my
opinion, if the Municipal Assembly accepts the
proposal, the museum could be temporarily housed
in the former Winterstein’s house in the centre of
Sid. And later ... it will be a matter of agreement ...
". (Sremske novine, 1* August 1970)

In November 1970, a Gift Agreement was
made with a list of 325 works of art that Ilija
Basicevic Bosilj donated for the purpose of
founding the museum.

On 6" December 1970, Ilija Basicevic
received the highest municipal recognition for his
contribution to naive art, sharing good and positive
impulses about Sid, but probably also for his
decision to bequeath his legacy to the town.

On the same day, the opening ceremony of
the first exhibition of paintings of the future
museum Ilijanum took place. This first exhibition
was opened in the former Community Club (later
the building of the Town Library) and the Youth
Center. The exhibition included works by Ilija
Basicevic Bosilj, Ivan and Josip Generalic, Mijo
Kovacic, Ivan Rabuzin, Milan Rasic and others.
The media reported about this event as the grand
opening of the Museum of Naive Art Ilijanum.

These days, the town of Sid in Srem, known
in the world of culture for the famous Sava
Sumanovic Gallery, received another endowment as
a gift from the peasant painter Ilija Bosilj-Basicevic
- the Museum of Naive Art. This first, but in fact, the

fifth museum of naive art in our country (if we count

the galleries of the self-taught in Zagreb,
Svetozarevo,  Hlebine and  Kovacica), is
symbolically named after the donor Ilijanum (...).
“My wish is that this museum of mine
becomes reacher, so I obliged myself to enrich it
with my sons ", says bedridden Ilija Bosilj. "Some of
my friends, naive artists, as soon as they heard that
the Museum was opening, sent their new works ...

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So, the original plan at the request of the
donor was to house the museum in the house of the
Jewish family Winterstein, that perished in the
Holocaust. The house was located in the main
street, next to the Sava Sumanovic Painting
Gallery. Unfortunately, this house was used as the
primary school building since 1952/1953 and since
the new school building (Primary School Sremski
Front) was not built yet, the art collection of the
museum could not stay in this building for long.
Thus, struggling at the same time with the
organization of the exhibition in Rome, where
Bosilj's works were to be exhibited, Sid fought a
battle over the permanent location of the museum.
Almost four decades later, due to the
circumstances, the Museum will be allowed to use
the house again, which fulfilled the donor’s wish.

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After the Gift Agreement had been signed,
the works of art were handed over according to the
Gift Agreement of November 1970 in the presence
of a commission. The commission consisted of Dr
Dimitrije Basicevic, Radojica Krunic and Zivan
Isidorovic. Zivan Lazic received the works on
behalf of the Municipality of Sid and the future
Museum.

Based on the signed Agreement, the
Municipal Assembly of Sid on 31% May 1971 "..in
order to improve and develop the culture of art,
systematic collection, preservation and
arrangement of works of art by Ilija Basicevic
Bosilj and works of other naive painters and their
presentation through permanent and occasional
exhibitions ..." made a decision to found a cultural
institution - the Museum of Naive Art Ilijanum in
Sid. The decision on the foundation was signed by
the president of the Municipal Assembly of Sid,
Branko Cvetinovic.

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On 4" April 1972, the Sid Municipal
Community of Culture sent a request to the
Secretariat for Education, Science and Culture of
SAP Vojvodina to decide whether the newly
established museum has all the conditions
necessary to perform its basic activities. On that
occasion, the Expert Council of the Matica Srpska
Gallery held a session on 25" April, at which
giving consent for establishing Ilijanum was
unanimously  refused with the following
explanation: “Director of the Matica Srpska
Gallery Milivoj Nikolajevic disagrees with the
establishment of such a museum, together with
other members of the Expert Council, stating that
there already are several museums of the kind in
Serbia, and he does not find it necessary to
establish another one. Perhaps, the collection in
question could be formed as a collection or annexe
of a museum or gallery from Zagreb or Serbia, so
that the obligation to maintain and take further care
of these exhibits would pass to them. Namely, in
Milivoj Nikolajevic's opinion, the Sava Sumanovic
Gallery did not have the conditions for survival,
because the Municipality of Sid could not provide
material conditions for the maintenance of the
building - the rooms were moist, the paintings were
cracked and damaged due to constant moving and
it would probably be the destiny of the museum
whose foundation was planned in a very short time.
Then, the Provincial Community of Culture, which
already took care of many similar institutions,
would be asked for material resources, and in that
way, the already poor funds from which the
existing institutions were financed, whose
existence was justified from the cultural and social
aspect, which could not be said of the Museum of
Naive Art Ilijanum, would become even poorer."

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Two days later, on 27" April, the

Coordination Board of the central museums held a
discussion in the Matica Srpska Gallery, which
was attended by Milivoj Nikolajevic, director of
the Matica Srpska Gallery, Slobodan Sanader,
director of the Gallery of Contemporary Fine Arts,
Dragan Vilotijevic, director of the Museum of
Novi Sad and the president the Association of
Museum Workers, Petar Momirovic, curator of the
Provincial Institute for the Protection of Cultural
Monuments (on behalf of director Vukica Tatic),
Ljiljana Zivanovic, curator and president of the
Expert Council of the Matica Srpska Gallery, Jelka
Petrovic, curator of the Documentation Department
of the Museum of Vojvodina and Leposava
Selmic, curator of Documentation Department of
the Matica Srpska Gallery. Nadezda Grozdanic,
curator of the Gallery of Paintings Sava
Sumanovic, Sid and Zivan Isidorovic, secretary of
the Municipal Community of Culture, Sid also
attended the meeting. The present representatives
of the Coordination Board of the central museums
brought a negative conclusion regarding the
foundation of Ilijanum.
Despite all the efforts of the Sid to found Ilijanum,
this attitude of the provincial authorities made the
work of the museum impossible for a longer
period.

In the midst of the fight of Sid to register
Ilijanum, Ilija Basicevic Bosilj died.

A few months before that, Ilija exclaimed
to the journalist of Sremske novine: "Write down ...
[lijanum is opening! I was dreaming only about it,
it was my life's desire. It is fulfilled, and that is
pleasant, beautiful, unforgettable ... "

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Ilija's death interrupted Sid's fight for the
registration of Ilijanum for a moment. The support
that the family received at the time of their father's
death and the reaction of prominent names from
the world of culture and art encouraged the
representatives of the municipal government to
continue the fight. During the summer of 1972, Sid
received support for the establishment of the
[lijanum Museum from three exceptional men:
Radoslav Putar, Dr Lazar Trifunovic and Oto
Bihalji-Merin. In August, the offer for the
adaptation of the new museum building was
accepted, after which the purpose-built building for
the museum was adapted with the joint funding of
the Provincial and Municipal Communities of
Culture. It was the old house of the Salos family,
the former Mose Pijade Street, today 25 Cara
Lazara Street. The museum had three exhibition
rooms of 180 m2 and a storage of 24 m2.

The museum moved into the renovated
building in early 1973 and was officially opened
on 6™ December of the same year. In the same
year, the museum got the director Zivan Isidorovic,
and then the first curator, a graduate of art history
Branislava Lazic (Pavlovic), who later took over
the management of the museum.

Since the municipality did not receive
consent for the registration of the museum, not all
the conditions for the full functioning of the
museum were met. Ilijanum was soon left without
a curator and the care of the museum was taken
over by the Gallery of Paintings Sava Sumanovic,
i.e. its curator Nadezda Grozdanic. The museum
was under the care of the Gallery for the next ten
years.

In 1983, the curator of the Gallery
Nadezda Grozdanic raised the issue of Ilijanum. At
that time, the collections for the basic activities of
the museum, according to the Agreement, were
provided by the founder through the Self-
governing Office for Culture of the Municipality of
Sid. The administrative body of the Municipal
Assembly of Sid in charge of education, culture
and physical culture performed supervision over
the legality of the work of Ilijanum according to
the Decision on the establishment.

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However, the approved funding was not enough
for the full functioning of the museum, so for eight
years, it functioned by hiring employees of the
Gallery of Paintings Sava Sumanovic, Sid. Due to
such a situation, the museum was opened only
when the tour was offered to visitors who came to
visit the Sava SumanovicGallery. Ilijjanum
regularly organised exhibitions in its exhibition
rooms, but it also participated in exhibitions of
other institutions. In her letter, Nadezda Grozdanic
states that the public is poorly informed about the
existence of this institution and that the data on the
activities of Ilijanum are neither praiseworthy nor
justified. She further states: "It is easier for the
Sava Sumanovic Gallery because it has existed for
30 years and preserves paintings by the great
Yugoslav artist, and the engagement of all cultural
workers in Sid and the broad support from the
Province provide far greater opportunities for its
(already existing) affirmation and popularisation."
"[lijanum is a newly opened institution, which at
the very beginning of its founding was not
accepted as an institution of wider -cultural
significance both by the local surroundings and by
the Province." One of the biggest obstacles in the
functioning of Ilijanum is the fact that the
Coordination Board of the central museums has not
made a decision on the founding of the museum for
eleven years, and therefore the Self-governing
Office for Culture of the Municipality of Sid has
not constituted it.

The unresolved status of Ilijjanum was the
reason why the sons of Ilija Basicevic Bosilj, Dr
Dimitrije and Dr Vojin Basicevic, asked the
Provincial Committee for Education and Culture
for an urgent response. After that, on 23"

November 1984, a meeting was held in the
Secretariat with the representatives of the
authorities in Sid and the Sava Sumanovic

Paintings Gallery. Unfortunately, the problems that

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For the next ten years, the position of
[lijanum did not change because neither the
Province authorities nor the local self-government
was willing to do so. A kind of shift occurred in
the early 1990s when the former building of the
Primary School Branko Radicevic was assigned to
the Gallery of Paintings Sava Sumanovic and
completely adapted and arranged for museum
activities and exhibitions. After the adaptation had
been finished, Ilijanum was moved to this building.
The new building consisted of four exhibition
rooms, storage and a curator's office. The total
exhibition area was 200 m”. The fifth room in the
building was planned for the exhibition of the
archaeological collection at the Gallery of
Paintings Sava Sumanovic.

Although Ilijanum then obtained the best
exhibition space since its foundation, its legal
position was not resolved. This problem bothered
Ilija Basicevic’s heirs most, more precisely Dr
Vojin Basicevic, who initiated a request for
regulating the position of his father's legate in 1994
again. The reason for his reaction was the fact that
the Ilijanum collection was managed by the Sava
Sumanovic Paintings Gallery in Sid. The Board of
Directors of the Gallery at the session held on 24
April 1994, adopted the Statute of the Gallery, in
which Section 6 read: "The Gallery is in charge of
the collection of paintings by the naive painter Ilija
Basicevic Bosilj and other naive painters".

This act of the Gallery of Paintings Sava
Sumanovic, Sid, its employees and its Board of
Directors was extremely well-intentioned and
friendly. Simply, the professionals wanted to
protect the art collection of Ilijanum, since it
"disappeared" in the meantime as a cultural
institution. Since Ilijanum was not registered as a
cultural institution - museum at that time, it did not
even have an employed curator or manager, and
the paintings from its collection could not go to
visiting exhibitions.

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By taking Bosilj's legacy under its management,
the Gallery wanted to make the lending of
paintings for exhibitions easier and simply make
the presentation of the museum collection easier.

In the media, the whole situation was
followed by headlines like "Who doesn't want
Bosilj in Sid?" so the Municipality of Sid got in
touch with Dr Vojin Basicevic because of the
reaction of the Basicevic family and invited him
for an interview, which was held on 27" June
1994. At that meeting, it was mostly agreed in
which direction the further activities of the
Municipality will go in order to solve the problems
with the Museum. In September 1994, the
Executive Board of the Municipality of Sid made a
new decision on the foundation of the cultural
institution, but this time as the Gallery of Naive
Art Ilijanum, Sid to avoid problems with the
registration of the institution with the Provincial
Authorities, which appeared in 1971. Ljubica
Jukic, an academic sculptor from Sid, was
appointed as the Museum director and will remain
in that position until 2001.

Although the official position of Ilijanum
was partially resolved in this way, the donor's heir
was not satisfied because the donor's wish was not
respected - Ilijanum should have been founded as
an independent legal entity but instead, it became
one of the collections of the Sava Sumanovic
Paintings Gallery. Therefore, since Section 2 of the
Gift Agreement was not respected, Dr Vojin
Basicevic, the donor's son, filed a lawsuit. This
lawsuit motivated the Municipality of Sid to pass a
Decision On the Establishment of the Museum of
Naive Art Ilijanum in Sid as an independent legal
entity with the same goal as on 31% May 1971 "...
to improve and develop art culture, systematically
collect, preserve and arrange works of art by Ilija
Basicevic - Bosilj and works by other naive
painters and to exhibit them through permanent
and occasional exhibitions ... ”.

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After the new director of the Museum,
Ljubinka Pantic was appointed, the complete legal
procedure regarding the registration of Ilijanum as
an independent legal entity was finally completed.
The museum was registered in the competent
court, it had the account and the first employees. In
2005, the museum collection storage was arranged,
and all paintings that had never been exhibited
before were equipped and arranged for exhibition.
Dr Basicevic's lawsuit, which was later transferred
from the Sava SumanovicGallery to the Ilijanum
Museum came to an end after seventeen years in
favour of the defendant. In the same year, 2009, by
the decision of the Agency for Restitution, the
building Ilijanum was located in was returned to
the original owner, the Serbian Orthodox Church
Municipality of Sid. This act put the museum in an
unfavourable situation again. Then, the Municipal
Administration of Sid made a decision that
unintendedly made the donor Ilija Basicevic
Bosilj’s wish true - Ilijanum was placed in the old
house of the Jewish family Winterstein.

After the lawsuit between Ilija Basicevic
Bosilj heirs of and the Museum of Naive Art
[lijanum, Sid was over and the Museum moved to
Winterstein's house, a new chapter in the history of
this institution began. The final registration of the
museum as a separate institution and its return to
its first location, the one the donor wanted, brought
its history back to the beginning in a way, and
almost four decades after the signing of the Gift
Agreement, Ilija Basicevic Bosilj's life wish came
true.

FORMING THE MUSEUM COLLECTION

Ilija Basicevic Bosilj intended to donate
325 works of art for the original museum
collection, which were listed in the Gift Agreement
in November 1970. These works were taken over
on 23" January 1971, and on that occasion, the
museum took over all works from the Gift
Agreement, except for 10 works numbered 2, 57,
157, 189, 196, 203, 268, 276, 308, and 325.

In March 1972, Ivan Generalic donated his
work Komatnica in Snow to the museum
collection.

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In the spring of 1971, the Cultural Centre
from Kovacica borrowed two works of art from the
[lijanum collection for their exhibition": Old
Women at a Plash (1. 81), 1969, oil on wood, 46 x
63 cm, and Three-headed Arab (F .3), 1959, oil on
wood, 22 x 33 c¢cm. Zivan Lazic handed over the
paintings on behalf of the Ilijanum Museum and
the director Jan Ceh took them on behalf of the
Kovacica Cultural Center. After the exhibition was
over, these works disappeared and have never been
returned to Ilijanum. The last unsuccessful request
for the return of the paintings was sent on 5" July
1974 by the former curator Branislava Lazic. The
works have never been returned to the Museum.

A year and a half after the disappearance
of the paintings in Kovacica, the Ilijanum Museum
receives a letter from the Homo Homini Work and
Culture Club (located in the Hotel Yugoslavia in
Belgrade) in which Borgel Naumovski asks the
Museum to lend his painting for a retrospective
exhibition of paintings, graphics and drawings by
this artist. The exhibition was planned from 22™
October to 11" November the same year. The latest
date for returning the painting was 13" November
1972. After the exhibition had been closed, the
painting borrowed from the Sid Museum
disappeared in problematic circumstances. Since
the painting was neither returned by the agreed
deadline of 13™ November 1972 nor later, the
museum repeatedly demanded its return. Since the
painting had not been returned until November
1973, Branislava Lazic submitted a letter to the
Public Attorney's Office of the Municipal
Assembly of Sid on 2™ November, requesting
them to begin proceedings to return the painting by
Vangel Naumovski, explaining that the work had
also been exhibited at the Art In Yugoslavia From
The Prehistory To The Present Day Exhibition in
Paris in May 1972, and thus was registered in the
anthology of Yugoslav art.

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This initiated a whole series of letters exchanged
between Ilijanum and the Public Attorney's Office
of the Municipal Assembly of Sid on the one hand,
and the management of the Hotel "Jugoslavija" and
Petar Kostov, former secretary of the Labor and
Culture Club Homo Homini. The former
management of the Club, which was closed in the
meantime, directed Sid to Hotel Jugoslavija,
which evicted the Club from the hotel and
confiscated the entire inventory including the
painting, while the hotel management distanced
from the case claiming that they didn’t own
anything and that they had broken off relations
with the Club. Petar Kostov stated in one of the
letters: "I have a request that you take over the
painting of Vangel Naumovski owned by Sid
according to our receipt - which you can do with
the blessing of Srdjan Miscevic, the hotel director,
after a friendly dinner" (8" November 1974). Sid's
efforts to restore the missing work of art lasted
until 1976 but without success.

In 1973, the self-taught painter Pal
Homonai donated his work Forest Workers to the
Museum.

Since the number of paintings changed
from 1971 when Ilija Basicevic gave them to the
museum to 1974, the Municipality of Sid
appointed an inventory commission on 25"
September 1974 to list the paintings currently
present at the museum and the rest of the museum
inventory. A commission composed of Kuzman
Vasic, Ondrej Krasnik and Gordana Belic found
out that eight paintings from the Gift Agreement
had never been handed over to the Museum by the
donor. These are the following paintings:

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At the time of taking inventory, there were
72 paintings in the exhibition space and 323
paintings from the Gift Agreement in the storage.
There were 11 more paintings in the depot that
were not listed in the Gift Agreement. At that time,
based on the records, eight paintings were lent to
other institutions.

Two weeks after taking inventory, Dr
Vojin Basicevic took three paintings from the
museum that were no longer returned to the
museum:
1. G-9: Baptism in Jordan, paper, gouache, 62x85
cm
2. G-55, Annunciation, cardboard, drawing, ink,
34x85 cm
3.G-204, Apocalyptic Rooster, drawing, cardboard,
39x28 cm.

After academic painter Ranko Jukic,
started working as a new curator of the museum, in
June 1983, a commission consisting of Misa Vasic,
secretary of IMCC Sava, Kukuis Kukus, Kukus
Gallery, and Ranko Jukic as a newly employed
curator at the Museum Naive Arts Ilianum took
new more detailed museum inventory. This
commission concluded, just like the one from
1974, that the donor had never handed over eight
paintings from the Gift Agreement to the Musem
and that five paintings from the Gift Agreement
that had been given to the Museum were with the
donor’s sons at that moment. At the time of taking
inventory, three paintings were lent to other
institutions for exhibitions, and two paintings were
in the museum's collection but were not in the Gift
Agreement.

By 1990, the situation with the museum's
art collection had become clear, the family were
neither giving the paintings back, nor giving new
ones, so it can be said that only two decades after
the establishment, Ilijanum finally has its
permanent collection that it still owns.

ACTIVITIES AT THE MUSEUM

The donor Ilija Basicevic Bosilj and his
family’s wish was that the preservation and
presentation of the donor's work, but also the
enriching of the collection by collecting works of
art by other self-taught, naive and marginal artists
become the main activity of Ilijanum. The
presentation was conceived as a permanent
exhibition in the museum and guest exhibitions
with works from other museum and gallery
institutions and private collections.

The first permanent exhibition of the
museum was opened on the day of the liberation of
Sid, on 6™ December 1970, in the building of the
former Youth Club (later the building of the City
Library) and the Youth Center. The exhibition
included works by Ilija Basicevic Bosilj, Ivan and
Josip Generalic, Mijo Kovacic, Ivan Rabuzin,
Milan Rasic and others.

In 1970, the paintings planned for the
museum's collection were exhibited at the
International Meeting of Naive Art in Zagreb and
the Duzijanca Manifestation in Subotica.

An exhibition of paintings by the famous
naive painter Ivan Generalic was planned for the
first guest exhibition, but it was not realized until
1972.

The greatest success Ilijanum achieved in
those first days, and perhaps even today, was the
participation with one work of art in the great
exhibition Art in Yugoslavia from Prehistory to the
Present Day held in Paris from 3rd March to 17"
May 1971. Samuel's Castle (1969) by Vangel
Naumovski from the Ilijanum collection was
exhibited at the exhibition. This exhibition, for
which the Croatian archaeologist Sime Batovic
wrote that "it is only here, in Paris, that we
complete ourselves, get a complete outline and
imprint of ourselves, of our own time", was
repeated later in Sarajevo.

Ilijanum
exhibited two pieces of art: Old women at a Plash
(I 81), 1969, oil on wood, 46 x 63 cm, and the
Three-headed Arab (F. 3), 1959, oil on wood, 22 x
33 cm.

In the Museum of Contemporary Arts
Belgrade in 1971, a large exhibition Sixty works by
six “naives”: Bosilj, Emeric Fejes, Pal Homonai,
Milan Rasic, Milan Stanisavljevic, Bogosav
Zivkovic" was held. This was the first exhibition of
naive and self-taught artists at the Museum of
Contemporary Arts in Belgrade, and the works
exhibited had just been returned from the
exhibition in Paris.

In November 1971, after big obstacles, a
representative exhibition of Yugoslav naive art was
finally realised in the Gallery of Modern Art
Barberini in Rome, organized by the Museum of
Contemporary Art, Belgrade. Twenty works by
Ilija Basicevic Bosilj from the Ilijanum collection
were exhibited at the exhibition: Eclipse of the Sun,
Animal with a Human Head, Riders of the
Apocalypse, Apocalypse 15: 1-17, Cosmas and
Damian, Elm tree in Bacinci, Marko and Three-
headed Arab, Sarac, Flying ones, Bird at Iliad,
Hunt at lliad, Rider and Fairy, Moses, Butterflies
in Leaves, Spider, King Dragutin and Katarina,
Apocalypse 1: 9-10, Country Party in Dzigura,
Kolo. This exhibition was a big step forward in the
international presentation of Ilija Basicevic Bosilj's
work, 1i.e. a step that contributed to the
internationalisation of his work.

The most important event during 1972 in
the Museum in Sid was Ivan Generalic’s visit. The
opening of the exhibition was planned for April,
but it was postponed due to the smallpox epidemic
in Yugoslavia. On 7" May 1972, the exhibition of
Ivan Generalic’s paintings was opened at the
Youth Center. It was organised by the Museum of
Naive Art Ilijanum, the Gallery of Paintings Sava
Sumanovic and the Municipal Community of
Culture. Thirty-seven paintings were exhibited, and
the author of the text in the Catalogue was Oto
Bihalji Merin. The exhibition of Ivan Generalic's
paintings in Sid aimed to point out the values and
peculiarities of a previously recognized author
from the circle of Yugoslav “naives” and at the
same time to contribute to the revaluation of Ilija
Basicevic Bosilj’s work.

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It is interesting to mention that in 1972, the
works of Ilija Basicevic Bosilj became part of
Ivana Spalatin's doctoral dissertation, which she
defended at Case Western Reserve University in
Cleveland, Ohio.

In May 1972, the donor Ilija Basicevic
Bosilj died. On the occasion of this sad event, the
director of the Museum, Zivan Lazic, asked the
Gallery of Primitive Art in Zagreb to help to
organise a memorial exhibition of the late Ilija
Bosilj.

In June 1972, llijanum held an exhibition
of works by African-American painter Vivian Ellis
from New Orleans. The exhibition consisted of 49
works made with tempera, oil and etching
techniques.

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After Zivan Lazic had resigned as the
director of the Museum and the temporary curator
Branislava Lazic, a graduate of art history, left, the
activity of Ilijanum was reduced to participating in
exhibitions of other institutions by lending works
from its collection.

In 1975, the Gallery of Primitive Art in
Zagreb organised in Munich the exhibition Die
Kunst der Naiven - Themen und Beziehungen of
Otto Bihalji Merin’s works, which included
paintings by Ilija Basicevic Bosilj from the
Ilijanum collection: Elm tree from Bacinci (1967)
and Eclipse of the Sun. (1961/1963).

In the same year, Ilijanum participated in
an exhibition at the Gallery of Primitive Art in
Zagreb with the work of Ivan Vecenaj Portrait of
llija Bosilj (1970). In April and May 1975, the
same gallery organized an exhibition of Mijo
Kovacic’s works, which is why Ilijanum lent them
his painting Lunch in the Field (1972).

From January to March 1976, the Gallery
of Primitive Art in Zagreb held a large exhibition
The Naive Art of Yugoslavia in Paris, for which
the museum lent Mijo Kovacic’s Lunch in the
Field (1972) and Ilija Basicevic Bosilj’s Fate
(1969).

The second major exhibition of the same
year to feature works from the Ilijanum was The
Naive Art of Yugoslavia at the Frans Hals Museum
Haarlem in the Netherlands. It exhibits Mijo
Kovacic’s Lunch in the Field (1972) and Ilja
Basicevic Bosilj Ambassador of Iliad (1969/1970).

In 1977, the Gallery of Primitive Art from
Zagreb organized a retrospective exhibition by
Matija Skurjeni, in which Ilijanum participated
with his painting Adam and Eve (1958).

After a long break, on 6 December 1983, a
Retrospective Exhibition of the Nineteenth-century
Naive Painters from the collection of the Matica
Srpska Gallery in Novi Sad was opened in
[lijanum. That was the time when the Gallery of
Paintings Sava Sumanovic Sid unofficially was
taking care of the Ilijanum art collection.

During May and June 1986, an exhibition
with 29 paintings from the Ilijanum collection was
held at the Sebastian Gallery in Belgrade, and
again during August and September of the same
year at the gallery of the same name in Dubrovnik.

Koviljka Smiljkovic, director of the
Museum of Naive Art from Jagodina, spoke about
Bosilj's work, and the exhibition was opened by art
historian Slobodan Sanader.

It must be noted that, although the activity
of the museum was limited in terms of thematic
exhibitions and later exhibiting works in other
institutions, there was a permanent museum
exhibition in the exhibition rooms of Ilijanum, both
in the building at 25 Cara Lazara Street and after
1990 in the building of the former Primary School
Branko Radicevic.

In 2002, the year when Ilijanum was re-
registered and started its existence as an
independent institution after a long period, the
museum hosted the exhibition Conscious And
Instinctive Neo-primitivism held together with the
Museum of Naive Art from Jagodina. Thirty
paintings and nineteen reproductions, copies of
figurines and children's drawings from the museum
collection from Jagodina were presented at the
exhibition.

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The following year, 2003, was much richer
in the museum activities of Ilijanum. The
exhibition of puppets Characters of the Beijing
Opera was held in March in cooperation with the
Embassy of the People's Republic of China. There
were sixty puppets in costumes of traditional
Beijing opera characters at the exhibition. The
exhibition was extremely well-attended. April was
marked by the Museum's participation in the Art
Fair Expo in Novi Sad with five paintings by Ilija
Basicevic Bosilj, which were exhibited at the stand
of the Provincial Secretariat for Education and
Culture.

On 10™ May 2003, a constitutive session
of the Museum's Advisory Body was held in the
Museum, the establishment of which was initiated
by the Museum's Board of Directors with the task
of assisting the Museum's employees in achieving
the highest quality programmes. Its members were
prominent workers in the field of culture, primarily
art history, and Professor Jerko Denegri was
elected president of the Advisory Body. For its first
task, this body determined the creation of a
representative catalogue of the Museum of Naive
Art Ilijanum.

In June, Ilijanum participated with works

from its collection at the representative exhibition
Naive in Serbia, which was organized by the
Museum of Naive Art from Jagodina in the Gallery
of SASA in Belgrade. The museum presented five
works by Ilija Basicevic Bosilj at this exhibition.
In June 2003, Ilijanum, in cooperation with the
Museum of Naive Art from Jagodina, organized an
exhibition of paintings by the naive painter Sava
Sekulic. Forty paintings by this artist were
presented at the exhibition, and the exhibition was
opened by art historian Nina Krstic, director of the
Museum of Naive Art in Jagodina.

The first digitization and  photo-
documentation of the entire collection of Ilijanum
were done in September 2003.

The end of 2003 was marked by an
exhibition of one hundred most significant
archaeological discoveries in the 20" century in
China. The exhibition was opened by Liu
Yonghong, a Cultural Counselor at the Embassy of
the People's Republic of China.

Since the beginning of 2004, the Museum

keeps changing the permanent exhibition twice a
year.
In March, Ilijanum lent six works by Ilija Bosilj to
the Museum of Naive Art in Jagodina for their
exhibition at the Third International Triennial of
Naive Art in Bratislava.

In April, the Museum, together with the
Gallery of Paintings Sava Sumanovic, organized
the exhibition FEaster of My Childhood, which
traditionally marked this greatest Christian holiday.
The ceremony was enriched by members of the
Serbian singing society "Javor gusle" from
Vukovar.

In September, an exhibition of tapestries based
on the motifs of Ilija Basicevic Bosilj was
organized. The exhibition was organized in
cooperation with Dr Vojin Basicevic, who owned
the tapestries, and the tapestry workshop and the
Bosko Petrovic Gallery from Novi Sad.

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This building is the property of the Local
Community of Sid. From May to October 2009,
the museum was closed to visitors due to the
adaptation of the allocated space and the
preparation of a new exhibition. Financial
resources for the adaptation of the building were
provided by the Municipal Administration of Sid
(construction, carpentry and painting works), while
the installing video surveillance and burglar and
fire alarm were provided by the Provincial
Secretariat for Culture of AP Vojvodina and the
Municipal Administration of Sid. The newly
renovated space of the Museum was
ceremoniously opened on 6 October 2009, by the
then Provincial Secretary for Culture, Milorad
Duric. A new permanent exhibition of the museum
was set to suit the exhibition space.

In 2009, the museum finally received
money (from the Provincial Secretariat of Culture)
for the publication of the first catalogue of the
permanent exhibition.

As part of the celebration of Day of the
Nursery School Jelica Stanivukovic Silja from Sid,
our museum hosted their exhibition of children's
works created in creative workshops and inspired
by Ilija Basicevic Bosilj’s paintings.

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In the same year, the Provincial Institute
for the Protection of Cultural Monuments in
Petrovaradin made the first Elaborate on the
condition of the art collection of the museum. The
Elaborate was very important for the future work
of the Museum because it provided guidelines for
quality storage, protection and conservation of
exhibits.

In 2009, thanks to the funding of the
Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Serbia, the
museum published the first publication aimed at
the youngest visitors. It is a colouring book with
drawings made as outlines of Ilija Basicevic
Bosilj’s paintings.

The beginning of 2011 was marked by the
exhibition Ouwur Foreigners, financed by the
Ministry of Culture in 2010. At this exhibition, for
the first time since the opening of the Museum, all
works by other authors that were kept in the
Museum's collection were presented. These are
fifty-one works (49 paintings and 2 sculptures
made in wood).

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That year, a long-term project of the
museum began, intending to publish one cycle
from the work of Ilija Bosilj annually. The project
began with the exhibition [lija'’s Iliad, whose
concept was made by the director of the Museum
Ljubinka Pantic, and the text of the catalogue was
written by art historian Nebojsa Milenkovic. The
exhibition was officially opened on 2" December
2011. In addition to the exhibition, the project
included the preceding equipping a number of
paintings with adequate equipment (paintings that
were not framed), and some minor conservators
interventions at paintings. Thanks to these actions,
the public had the opportunity to see four works by
[lija Bosilj for the first time since the opening of
the Museum, which had been in the Museum's
collection since 1971 but had never been equipped
for exhibition. This cycle includes thirty-five
works, of which twenty-nine paintings were made
in oil technique on various materials, while six
works were made in gouache technique. Some
authors consider this cycle a cycle in which Iljja
mocks and ridicules his neighbours from Dzigura
(the local name for Vuka Karadzic Street in Sid
where the artist lived), painting them with dog's
heads, as arrogant people who show off in the
street, with ungrounded arrogancy. Other authors
believe that Ilija loved his fellowmen from Dzigura
very much, so he created a special planet for them,
the Iliad, where they enjoyed a world tailored to
their needs. The reality of the Iliad (World after
Ilija), although completely independent of the
visual appearance of the world we are surrounded
by is based on it.

In October 2011, an exhibition of hand-
painted bags from the art workshop Ridikla from
Novi Sad was opened in the Museum. These were
bags on which artists Jovanka Lekic and Maja
Curcic painted motifs from Ilija Bosilj’s paintings.

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In February 2013, the Museum established
cooperation with the Bel-Art Gallery from Novi
Sad and participated in the exhibition Legacies of
Artists of Vojvodina at the Novi Sad Fair in the
organization of this gallery. The museum was
presented with three of Ilija Basicevic Bosilj’s
paintings at this exhibition.

In March 2013, the Museum signed an
Agreement on the transfer of temporary use of
cultural property from its own collection with the
Museum of Naive and Marginal Art in Jagodina.
With that contract signed for a year, eight of Ilija
Basicevic’s paintings were lent to the museum
from Jagodina to be exhibited at the Outsiders
exhibition at the Cultural Center of Serbia in Paris,
as well as for permanent exhibitions in Jagodina
and Belgrade.

During this year, the museum adjusted its
exhibition activities and presentation of its
collection to a wider audience by setting up new
accompanying panels and printing texts in seven
foreign languages, English, German, French,
Italian, Russian, Slovak and Ruthenian, as well as
in Serbian — both in Cyrillic and Roman alphabets.

The project of presenting the entire
museum collection this year continued with the
exhibition Fantasy of Ilija Bosilj by Ljubinka
Pantic. The Fantasy cycle includes 32 paintings, of
which 30 paintings were made in oil technique on
various surfaces (canvas, hardboard, glass), while
the remaining two were made in gouache technique
on cardboard. The motifs in Ilija Bosilj's paintings
are not common for a naive painter, but the motifs
of the fantastic, i.e. the symbolic, are not his
"invention", they have existed since the existence
of naive art. It is not the motives that are fantastic
in Ilija's paintings from this cycle, but the unreal
(fantastic) relations between the form and the
content of the work of art. The themes in the
paintings are not only fantastic scenes but also
motifs from Serbian medieval myths and legends,
as well as events and people related to the Battle of
Kosovo.

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The exhibition [lija's Birds by Ljubinka

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The 120" anniversary of Ilija Basicevic
Bosilj’s birth marked 2015. This jubilee was
marked throughout the year with various events,
which began with a new permanent exhibition
consisting of 60 works.

For the first time in 2015, the event
Museums of Serbia for 10 days from 10 to 10 was
organized all around Serbia. The Museum of Naive
Art Ilijanum took part in this event first by
adjusting working hours to the rules of the event,
and also spending time with children with
developmental problems who attend the Primary
School Jovan Jovanovic Zmaj in Sid, with who a
creative workshop and exhibition of their works
was held. We have had traditional meetings with
the students of this school every year since 2009
until today.

In addition to our institution, the Primary
School Branko Radicevic from Sid was actively
involved in the celebration of the 120™ anniversary
of Ilija Bosilj’s birth. With the support of the
Museum, students and teachers of this school
prepared a performance about Ilija's life, called
Ilija Bosilj - The Creator Of New Worlds. The first
performance was held on 22" May 2015 at the
ceremonial academy on the occasion of the
celebration of the local community of Sid, as well
as the School Day of Branko Radicevic School.
This performance was played once again, in
December, more precisely on 11™ December, as an
appropriate end to the jubilee year. The presence of
the closest members of Ilija Bosilj's family - son
Vojin, grandson Ilija, granddaughter Ivana and
their children — added to a special atmosphere of
the performance. Over a hundred primary school
students took part in the performance and learned
many facts about the life and work of our painter in
an interesting way.

The Flying Ones and the Beasts Exhibition
Catalogue
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In May 2015, the Museum participated
with its works in the exhibition Art in Spiritual
Exile, which was organized in the House of the
Serbian Army, by the Museum of Naive and
Marginal Art in Jagodina. At this exhibition, at
which seventy works were presented to the
visitors, the paintings of Ilija Bosilj were exhibited
together with the works of painters from Slovenia,
Croatia, Russia, Austria, England, Brazil, Iran,
Germany, etc. The year ended with the exhibition
Flying Ones and the Beast, in which two cycles
were merged into one whole. The exhibition
included fifty paintings from these two cycles.
Roger Cardinal wrote about Ilija’s Flying Ones: "...
Much has been written about the obvious fact that
a figure, placed on a neutral surface, can easily be
interpreted as floating or flying. It does not have to
be that Bosilj's original idea was such a way of
reacting, although he certainly justified such a
reading of the figures when he called them "flying
people"; indeed, he even emphasizes classification
by adding wings. Bosilj’s flying people are of great
importance to his artistic vision, as they draw
attention not only to the capacity for
metamorphosis and the consequent tendency to
transcend human physical limits (soaring above the
earth like birds) but also to their potential function
as guides to a fresh dimension of understanding (in
this sense they behave like angels) ”(Roger
Cardinal, Basis, figure, sublimation: paintings by
Ilija Bosilj, in The World by Ilija, pp. 43-44,
Novi Sad, 2009).

Within the manifestation Museums of
Serbia, 10 days from 10 to 10 in 2016, the Museum
of Naive Art Ilijanum participated in several
cultural events. First, on 12 May, the exhibition of
paintings Moj Ilija with Ilija Basicevic Bosilj’s
works from private collections was opened. The
next exhibition organized during the event was an
exhibition of photographs Memories, opened on
16" May. This exhibition featured wedding
photographs of couples who officially concluded
their marriage in the Museum of Naive Art [lianum
in the seventies and eighties of the 20th century.

The long-term project of presenting the
entire art collection of the museum was completed
in 2016 with the exhibition /lija Bosilj Gouache
Paintings, which opened on 15" December. The
exhibition presents all thirty-seven paintings from
this cycle, which is distinguished from the other
cycles not by the topics of the paintings, but by the
technique the works were painted. The author of
the exhibition was the director of the Museum,
Ljubinka Panti¢.

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From September 2017 to July 2018,
[lijanum participated with thirteen works of art
from its collection in a large project of the Museum
of Naive and Marginal Art from Jagodina
Turbulence in the Balkans, which aimed to present
the work of naive, marginal and outsider artists
from our country in Paris.

In October 2017, the educational work of
the museum was enriched when it hosted the Art
Workshop of Sculpture, Painting and Art History,
organized in cooperation with the Children's
Cultural Center from Belgrade as part of the
Children's Week. The workshop was attended by
senior primary school students from our town, as
well as students from the secondary schools in Sid.
This was an extremely successful way of educating
future consumers of culture and, hopefully, future
friends of our institution.

The Museum of Naive Art Ilijanum is
listed among cultural institutions that exceed local
significance, whose founder is local self-
government and which the Provincial Secretariat
for Culture, Public Information and Relations with
Religious Communities helps with certain financial
resources for co-financing activities. During 2018,
the money was spent on printing the Museum's
Trilingual Catalogue, in Slovak, Croatian and
Ruthenian. The Museum decided to take this step
because they want the catalogue to be available to
members of national minorities, but also to be
accepted abroad in those languages.

Opening of the Exhibition Bond that Keeps Us Together

The digitalization of the art collection
continued in 2018, thanks to the financial support
of the Ministry of Culture (it was already
mentioned that digitalization had begun). In that
year, the museum joined the UIS digitization
program.

On November 22™, 2019, Radovan
Sremac, the author, opened the exhibition Bond
that keeps us together in the Museum. It was an
exhibition that included paintings from the
museum's collection, with topics from the Old
Testament, i.e. topics that are culturally and
religiously related to Jews. The authors of the
exhibited paintings are Ilija Basicevic Bosilj,
Matija Skurjeni and Salom Safed. The main idea of
this project was to link the history of the building
the museum is located in today with its current
purpose - before the Second World War, the
building belonged to the Jewish family Winterstein
who died in the Holocaust, and the prayer house of
the Jewish community was in the courtyard. With
this exhibition, we paid tribute to the former
owners not only of the building we keep the artistic
treasure in today but also to all our fellow Jews
who died in the Second World War.

In 2019, the museum lent four works by
[lija Basicevic Bosilj to the Museum of Naive and
Marginal Art in Jagodina for the exhibition
Intuitiveness from the Margin, which opened on
24™ October 2019 at the Serbian Radio and
Television Gallery in Belgrade.

The Ilijanum Museum, like all other
museums, was affected by the covid virus
pandemic related problems. During 2020, only one
event was realized, and that was a workshop with
the students of the Primary School Jovan
Jovanovic  Zmaj. Schoolteacher ~ Svetlana
Tanackovic conceived and created the colouring
book Good Manners in the Museum as teaching
material and on the occasion of marking
International Museum Day.

2020 was the 55" anniversary of Bosilj's
painting before the commission in Zagreb, which
proved the authorship of his paintings. On that
occasion, the museum prepared the exhibition 7he
Defense of the Artist and the Insulting of a Man by
Dr Ivana Basicevic Antic. Due to the situation with
the epidemic, the exhibition was opened only in
May 2021. The exhibition consisted of works of art
from the Museum's collection, but also from
private collections that have not been exhibited so
far, as well as various documentary materials that
illustrate the events surrounding the so-called
Bosilj affair.

Throughout its entire activity, Ilijanum
diverged to some extent from its primary museum
activity of preserving and presenting Ilija
Basicevic Bosilj’s legacy. These are promotions of
books on various topics, organization of concerts,
lectures, etc. The museum decided to diverge from
the narrow professional museum activities by
following the trends in museology because the
audience was less and less satisfied with the classic
passive museum settings during daily working
hours, the audience increasingly demands a variety
of topics, content and participants. In this way, the
museum simply attracts, educates and creates a
new audience that would not visit the museum to
see the permanent or thematic display of paintings.
Most of these events were organized as part of the
Museum Night events, Museums of Serbia for 10
days from 10 to 10, and Museums for 10.

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ABOUT THE DONOR

Ilija Basicevic Bosilj was born in 1895 in
Sid. He spent almost his entire life farming. During
the Second World War, he stayed in Vienna with
his two sons, where he got ill with tuberculosis.
Due to his deteriorating health, upon his return to
Sid, he stopped doing difficult household chores,
and at the same time, due to the political
circumstances at the time, he was left without most
of his property. In such circumstances, he began
painting in 1957. Initially, he made drawings and
gouache, then oil on wood, canvas, hardboard,
cardboard, paper and less often on glass. He
exhibited for the first time in 1962, and for the first
time independently in 1963. Thanks to numerous
performances, he was quickly recognized as one of
the most original phenomena in the world of the
former Yugoslav “naive”.

Ilija's work can be divided into several
larger thematic units. The most numerous are
images of biblical motifs, especially the Old
Testament scenes. The next are motifs inspired by
epics, legends and myths. In the cycle of the Iliad,
named after the artist himself, there are numerous
allusions of the artist to the real world, his
confrontations with human stupidity and
hypocrisy. The cycle with characters from the
animal world follows, where there are numerous
birds, especially peacocks, with metamorphoses of
zoomorphic figures into anthropomorphic and vice
versa, 1.e. representations of real and unreal
animals. In the end, there are pictures with scenes
of flying astrological beings. Ilija's works are not
descriptive, but most often allegories of layered
and symbolic subtext. He makes no difference in
the representation of the apocalyptic angel and the
modern cosmonaut, the kings of the Apocalypse
and the king of the Iliad, between the ordinary,
apocalyptic or a bird of paradise, etc. Ilija creates
in an anti-illusionist and abstract way. He does not
use perspective, eliminates reminiscences and
generalizes, presents in terms of signs or symbols.

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HISTORY OF THE MUSEUM BUILDING

In the second half of the 18" century, the
plot on which the museum is located came into the
possession of a prominent Kalinic trading family.
Sometime during the second half of the 19"
century, the last owner of this family, Maksim
Kalinic, tore down the old house and built a new
one - the current Museum building. In 1900, he
sold the house to the Jewish baker Jakob
Winterstein from Sid for 13,000 crowns and
moved from Sid.

Jakob Winterstein was born in 1832 in
Seredje and moved to Sid in 1858. He died in
1902, leaving the house to his youngest son Ignac
Emil. Emil Winterstein opened Emil J. Winterstein
grocery store in the house, where he sold exotic
goods such as oranges to the people of Sid. Emil
and Ida Winterstein were arrested during the
Ustasha arrests of Srem Jews in July 1942. The
exact place of their death is not known, but
according to some data, it can be assumed that on
their way to Auschwitz, together with other older
Jews, they were taken off the train in Jasenovac
and killed there.

A very important moment in the history of
this house is that there was a Jewish temple (small
synagogue) in its yard from around 1920 until the
Second World War. The temple building was torn
down after the war, and the school principal
planted a rose garden in its place.

While the Wintersteins were still living in
the house, on 2™ July 1942, the Ustasha
government in Sid transferred the ownership of the
house to the state. After the end of the war, the new
government corrected the injustice and transferred
the house ownership back to Emil Winterstein.
Having found out that both Emil and Ida had been
killed in the camp, the state transferred the
ownership of the house back to them in 1956 and
then allowed the primary school to use it.

The school was in this house for the next two and a
half decades. In the meantime, when Ilija Basicevic
Bosilj decided to bequeath paintings for the
foundation of the museum, he wished it to be in
Winterstein's house. During the registration of the
museum in 1971, trying to fulfil the donor's wish,
the municipality founded the museum with that
address. However, the museum never physically
moved in, and Bosilj's wish was forgotten. After
the school moved out of the building, the local
community of Sid moved into it. Almost forty
years after the donor’s wish to house the museum
in it, the Museum of Naive Art Ilijanum moved
into the building in 2009.
